Easy to Find

Freeway nearby! Just off the 101 (Hollywood) freeway at
2580 Cahuenga Blvd. East, Hollywood, CA 90068, opposite
Hollywood Bowl and south of Universal Studios.

By Car

From the South: Take 101 Freeway north, exit at Cahuenga
Blvd., turn right on Cahuenga and follow Ford signs. From
the North: Take 101 Freeway south, exit at Barham Blvd.
Following the Ford signs, turn left on Cahuenga Boulevard
West and drive 1 mile. Just before reaching the Hollywood
Bowl, a sign for the Ford will direct you to turn left,

crossing over the freeway and into the Ford parking lot.

By Bus

Red Line Metro Rail (subway) to Ford Shuttle: the Red

Directions: Exit train at the Universal City Station and take
the free Ford shuttle (for evening performances only) to
the amphitheatre.

Park on site: Stacked parking costs $5 per vehicle for most
evening shows and $1 per vehicle for Saturday morning
family shows.
